Release of Liability

IN CONSIDERATION of being permitted to participate in intramural sports and recreation and related activities (“Activities”), the signors of the following roster, each, for themselves, their personal representatives, assigns, heirs, and next of kin:

   1. ACKNOWLEDGE, and agree that the signor understands the nature of intramural sports and related Activities, and represents that he or she are qualified, in good health, and in proper physical condition to participate; and willingly agree to comply with the terms and conditions of participation.

   2. FULLY UNDERSTAND that (a) intramural sports and related Activities INVOLVE RISK AND DANGER OF DAMAGE TO PERSONAL PROPERTY, AND DANGER OF BODILY INJURY, INCLUDING SERIOUS INJURY, PERMANENT INJURY, AND DEATH (the “Risks”); (b) these Risks and dangers may be caused by my own actions or inactions, the actions or inactions of others participating in the Activities, the condition in which the Activity takes place, and/or the NEGLIGENCE OF THE “RELEASEES” NAMED BELOW; (c) the participant understands that the risks involved include but are not limited to, strained or sprained muscles, injured joints, bones, body parts or functions, physical injury, serious physical injury or death,  heart attack, stroke, dizziness, shortness of breath, vertigo, fainting, blackouts, fatigue, headache, heat stress, heart irregularity, hearing and/or vision irregularity or injury, other physical impairments, symptoms, or problems  (d) there may be other risks and losses either not known or not readily foreseeable at this time; and (e) the undersigned FULLY ACCEPTS AND ASSUMES ALL SUCH RISKS AND ALL RESPONSIBILITY FOR LOSSES, COSTS AND DAMAGES as may result from participation in the Activity.

   3. HEREBY RELEASE, DISCHARGE, AND COVENANT NOT TO SUE the Health, Wellness, and Recreation Department, the Intramural Department, Student Association, SUNY Fredonia, and affiliated clubs and organizations, affiliates, instructors, supervisors, coaches, referees, administrators, directors, agents, officers, members, volunteers, employees, other participants, any sponsors, advertisers, and if applicable, owners and lessors of the premises on which the Activity takes place (each considered one of the “Releasees”) from ALL LIABILITY, CLAIMS, DEMANDS LOSSES, INJURIES, DAMAGE TO PROPERTY OR BODLIY INJURY OR DEATH, arising out of or related to participation in the Activities, including but not limited to those caused by the PASSIVE OR ACTIVE NEGLIGENCE of the Released Parties, or defects in the equipment, premises or facilities used, including NEGLIGENT MEDICAL CARE OR ASSISTANCE THAT MAY BE RENDERED TO THE PARTICIPANT IN THE EVENT OF INJURY OR ACCIDENT. 

   4. AGREE TO INDEMNIFY, SAVE, AND HOLD HARMLESS the Releasees from any and all claims, loss, damage, liability, costs, and expenses of defense, including attorney’s fees, with regard to any and all claims that the undersigned, or anyone on the undersigned’s behalf, or by third-parties, related to the undersigned’s participation in the Activities.

   5. ACKNOWLEDGE that it is highly recommended that all participants provide themselves with health insurance to adequately cover medical expenses associated with athletic injuries or other injuries as may be incurred while participating in or associated with the Activities.

   6. STATE THAT the broad scope of this Release of Liability, and the representations made, are not limited, diminished, or restricted by, and are not made in reliance on, the presence at the Activity site of Intramural Supervisors trained in First/AidCPR and AED and their availability to provide First Aid/CPR if necessary. It is understood that in the event of serious injury, or the possibility, the University Police will be notified immediately. Emergency transportation to a hospital will be arranged by University Police upon request, or in cases where consent is implied and transportation is deemed necessary by an Intramural Supervisor. All students injured in intramural Activities who refuse treatment are required to sign a release of liability waiver on the incident form.

   7. ACKLOWLEDGE that a signature is required for participation in intramural Activities.

By signing the above roster you acknowledge that you have read this agreement, including the release of liability, that you understand its terms, that you are giving up substantial rights by signing it, and have signed it freely and without any inducement or assurance of any nature and intend it to be a complete and unconditional release of all liability to the greatest extent allowed by law, and agree that if any portion of this agreement is held to be invalid, the balance shall nevertheless continue in full force and effect.

Eligibility

Participation in leagues or tournaments is open to all students, faculty, and staff of SUNY Fredonia who possess a valid I.D.  Varsity and JV athletes are eligible but only two per team (3 for basketball) and must play in the competitive level within their respective sport.  A varsity/junior varsity player is defined as a student that has been on a team’s athletic roster during any year and is still an undergraduate student.  An individual may participate on only one team per league.  The structure of leagues and levels within each league are dependent upon participation numbers within each league.  We reserve the right to combine leagues if necessary.  The Intramural office reserves the right to add “free agent” players to your roster. 
Participation

A completed roster with all signatures, an appropriate team name, league preference, and the team captain’s contact information is required for team registration.  Free agent(s) rosters are composed of an individual or incomplete team that will be combined with another team or other free agents.  All participants must have their SUNY ID card with them in order to participate.  Any other form of ID will not be allowed.  Co-ed teams must have a minimum number of females playing at all times per sport rules.  Any player additions or changes to the rosters must be made before the end of the second week of the season.  This can be done in the Intramural office prior to the game in which the change will occur, or at the game via the supervisor.  The roster must be signed by that individual before he or she participates.  

Game Protocol

All teams must be ready to play at the time they are assigned. If a team is not ready to play 5 minutes after the assigned game time, it will result in a forfeit.  Teams should arrive 10 minutes prior to their game time and each participant will check in with the supervisor by handing in their Fredonia ID.   All players on a team are required to wear similar colored shirts if it is appropriate for the sport being played.  The home team will wear white and the away team will wear dark shirts. Please avoid wearing gray!  The home team is the first team on the schedule or the top team in a bracket format.  Pinnies may be provided if necessary.  Games cancelled by teams will not be rescheduled; games cancelled by Intramural office may be rescheduled.  The Intramural office reserves the right to make changes or cancellations to the schedule due to facility conflicts or inclement weather. Team captains will be notified via phone at least an hour before game time if such changes are necessary.  For your safety, no jewelry of any type, or hard casts, can be worn during participation in any Intramural activity.  The Intramural office is not responsible for lost or broken jewelry.  Teams are responsible to know when they are scheduled to play.  Schedules are available outside the Intramural office and on the website.  The Intramural office will not be held responsible for conflicting game times of participants within more than one league.  

Commitment
A team forfeit is when a team does not call the office 24 hours prior to game time and does not have the required minimum amount of team members present to participate five minutes after the scheduled game time.  A cancellation is when a team representative calls the Intramural office 24 hours prior to the scheduled game time to let the office know that they will not be able to play.  The department can then inform the opposing team and the staff of the change in schedule.  Two cancellations are equal to one forfeit.  After two forfeits, the team is no longer in good standing and the Intramural Department reserves the right to remove the team from the league.     

Conduct

Good sportsmanlike conduct is expected from all participants.  Unsportsmanlike conduct (i.e. excessive contact, flagrant misconduct, mistreating of equipment, fighting, abuse of officials, etc.) will not be tolerated.  Fighting, excessive taunting of officials, drinking, or participating while believed to be intoxicated will result in suspension from further Intramural involvement for a length of time to be determined by the Intramural Director.  All team members are to be fully knowledgeable of and abide by the rules for each specific sport they participate in.  Rules are available in the Intramural office and on the Intramural website.  Ejection or suspension of an individual or team from Intramural activity is at the discretion of the Intramural Department.  University Police may be called if a situation deems it necessary.

Tie Breaking Procedures

Teams tied in the standings at the end of regular season will be ranked in by the following criteria if games played are not equal: 1) win percentage 2) amount of forfeits 3)head to head results 4) goal/point differential  If games played are equal 1) points 2)forfeits 3)head-to-head 4)goal/point differential
