     The 2006-2007 SUTRA budget totals $1,900,000, which is the same total budget as last year.  However, individual accounts have been adjusted to more accurately reflect the activity within the SUTRA accounts based on prior years activity.  Savings in personal service have been achieved by transferring funding of 1.0 FTE to State funds.  This has allowed for an increase of allocation in areas where needed.  Funds have also been allocated within this area for potential campus tuition over enrollment funds and $275,500 has been budgeted for scholarships from over enrollment funds.  This represents a $62,000 increase (29.0%) over the 2005-2006 funding for scholarships.
