The Fredonia State baseball pro-
gram dates back to 1950. The team’s
first head coach, Bill Ludwig, served
the Blue Devils in that capacity for 27
seasons in two tours of duty. Dale Till,
who served as an assistant under
Ludwig, headed the Blue and White
for 21 seasons. There have been five
coaches in the 59-year history of the
team, including former Major Leaguer
Dave Criscione. 

Six players have gone on to play
professional baseball, with Jeff Shaver

making it to the Major Leagues in
1988. Since 1975, 69 players have
been recognized as All SUNYAC.

The Devils won their only SUNY-
AC Title in 1990. They claimed the
SUNYAC West title in 1991. They
were the ECACUpstate New York
champions in 1982.

More recently, the Devils set a new
standard for hits in a season with 380
safeties in 2008. Jim Kunkemoeller
was the SUNYAC batting champion in
2006, with a .512 average in SUNYAC

play. A pair of Devils finished as run-
ners-up in the conference ERAtitle --
Noah Huard (1.19) in 2006 and Ricky
Carlson (1.17) in 2007.

A record five Devils -- Jordan
Basile, Rob Herrmann, Dan Murphy,
Kevin Malaney, and Don Kirsch --
reached the 40-hit plateau in 2008.
Herrmann was named to the All
Region and All SUNYAC teams, while
Kirsch became the school’s first
Rawlings Division IIIGold Glove
Award winner.

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The past two seasons, the Devils came up just short of a SUNYAC
playoff berth, falling in each season’s final conference matchup. In
2007, the Devils dropped a one-run lead in the ninth at Oneonta. In
2008, the Devils were swept at home in the final conference games of
the season. In addition, three SUNYAC losses  in ‘08 were by one run.

Taking care of business this year means turning around the one run
losses and claiming a few more conference wins. The Devils hope to
accomplish that by more consistent pitching and shoring up the defense. 

An offense that ranked third in the SUNYAC in batting (.317)
returns most of its key components. The keys to success this year will be
be pitching and defense. The Devils brought in two junior college arms
and will look for big innings out of its three seniors.

A veteran crew featuring 19 upperclassmen have their collective
sights set on finishing the job in 2009. 

INFIELD
Junior captain Rob Herrmann, a

two-time all-conference selection as a
catcher, will anchor the defense as well
as the middle of the order. Herrmann
gunned down 44 percent of would-be
base stealers, while hitting a robust
.395. He also finished with 11 doubles.

The Devils lost backup catcher Dan
Murphy to graduation. A trio of Devils
will compete to fill his shoes.

Sophomore Mark Majka will get a
crack after starting one game as a fresh-
man. He is an excellent receiver with a solid bat. Junior Matt LaPor te brings a great work ethic and

strong arm to the mix. Converted infielder Josh Grecowill also be given opportunities to pick up at bats as insurance behind the plate.
He will be the team’s everywhereman.

First base will be manned by Taylor Gahagen. The 6’3’’ sophomore was the right-handed bat in the platoon at shortstop last year,
but will move to his natural position at first base. He is a heady player with a great glove. Offensively, he connected for a pair of home
runs 2008, and will provide pop at the bottom of the order. JuniorJosh Melquistwill push Gahagen. Melquist batted over .300 both
his seasons at Jamestown Community College and has tremendous power to all fields.

Across the diamond, junior Don Kirsch will hold down the third base slot. After shifting from the outfield three games into last

season, Kirsch was a mainstay  at the hot corner. He batted around
.400 most of the year before tapering off in the last week. He fin-
ished with a .347 average and 42 hits, as well as earning the
Rawlings New York Region Gold Glove Award.

Senior Eric Dietrick , the team’s fall batting leader, will pro-
vide experienced depth.

In the middle infield, the
Devils will look for someone to
step up. Second-year players Joe
Kephart, Greco and Tommy Dee
battled for time last year, each
having success, but not claiming
the job for keeps. Add to the mix
senior Sam Tuzzeowho returns
from a one-year absence.

Kephart -- who was the
left-handed half of the shortstop
platoon last year -- provides
speed on the bases, range and a
strong arm in the field, but will
need to improve upon his .211

average.
Greco lacks Kephart’s flash,

but makes up for it with consis-
tent play. He possesses a compact
swing and great fundamentals.
Dee batted a robust .360 as a
freshman, but it came in only 25
at-bats. He is the team’s fastest
runner and an adept bunter, which
allowed him to come off the
bench a team-high 10 games last
season.

Tuzzeo batted .304 as a
sophomore, starting 17 games at
short in 2007. 

“The middle infield competition is wide open. We will need
to solidify that area,” head coach Matt Palisin said.

OUTFIELD
The Devils lost a pair of heavy hitting outfielders -- Murphy

and Kevin Malaney -- to graduation, but shouldn’t skip a beat this

Three-year starter Jordan Basile anchored center field and earned

all conference recognition as a junior. He batted .352 from the left side
and led the team with 50 hits while serving as the leadoff hitter.

Another pair of left-handed batters had much success and should
be able to step in this year. Bryan Bongiovanni (.405) and Jeremy
Borst (.340) earned starting nods by season’s end and offer defensive
upgrades. Senior Pete Lusk gives the Devils a righty bat. He has shown
great power and has seen significant playing time in his first three sea-
sons.

Freshmen Jake Nowak and Nick Cummings have shown pop at
the plate. Each has a bright future and will be given opportunities this
year.

“We have been at or near the conference offensively the past few
seasons,” Palisin said. “This group has had success and has the ability

to continue that tradition.”

PITCHING
Unlike hitting, the Devils were near the bottom of the SUNYAC in pitching. A veteran group will

look to turn that into a strength.
The Devils lost starting pitcher Matt Bauman and workhorse reliever Jeremy Hulbert to graduation.

Two transfer arms, and bounce-back seasons for a couple of seniors will be the formula for this year’s
success.

Ricky Carlson was the team’s steadiest arm last year. Carlson attacks the strike zone -- only five
walks in 43 2/3 innings  -- and fields his position.  He went deep into games and put the team in position
to win.

Tom Hauslerhad solid freshman and sophomore seasons, but struggled with command last year
and saw his ERAtake a jump. He was still able to win three games. A return to form will be a big boost
for the staff.

Matt Saeva will need to show similar improvement. He has arguably the best stuff on the staff, but
needs to show better command. He did show signs of his potential with
a late-season shutout vs. Pitt-Bradford. 

Sophomore Andy Dlugosz led the Devils in ERA, wins and was
second in appearances as a freshman. He will be the Devils’main man out of the pen, in addition to
earning spot starts.

Junior Justin Nowak will also be counted on. He has shown great control, but needs to improve
upon his command. Whether as a starter or out of the pen, the team will count on him for a significant
number of innings.

Two transfers -- Matt Bowman (Corning C.C.) and Ricky Webster(Onondaga C.C.) -- will
shore up the staff. Bowman is a hard thrower with a big curve and has shown strikeout potential.
Webster is the prototypical crafty lefty.

Sophomore lefty Al Schoeneckis the team’s most improved player. He added significantly to
his fastball, and sharpened his breaking ball. He will again see action out of the pen.

The team’s lone freshman arm is Cummings. The 6’3’’ hard thrower was named First Team All
State at Akron H.S. He has the ability to be a dominant pitcher as he

adjusts to the college game.

OUTLOOK
The Devils played well in the early season in 2008, which was highlighted by an 8-0 start at Ludwig

Field and sweeps of conference foes Brockport and New Paltz. They finished the season losing their
final six. More consistent pitching and improved defense will be the key to playing quality ball through
the end of the season.

“Traditionally, we have played our play as the season went on,” Palisin said. “Last year that didn’t
happen. That will be the focus of the team in our pre-season workouts. We also had a seven of one-run
losses that we will look to improve upon.”

The Devils open up with a nine-game trip to Fort Myers on March 12. SUNYAC play starts at
Oneonta on Sat., March 28.

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M att Palisin is in his seventh year as head
coach of the Blue Devils. The team
increased its win total for the fourth con-

secutive season in 2008. The squad also set new
school standards in hits (380), doubles (67) and RBI
(206). A pair of Devils -- Jordan Basile and Rob
Herrmann -- were named all conference, and Don
Kirsch was the first-ever Blue Devil named to the
Rawlings Gold Glove team. Herrmann was also
named to the ABCA All Region team.

Also in 2008, five players reached the 40-hit plateau for the first time in school history: Basile
(50), Herrmann (47), Kirsch (42), Kevin Malaney (42), and Dan Murphy (40). In addition, four players cracked the team's career Top 10
hit list: Jim Kunkemoeller (101), Basile (95), Murphy (88), and Malaney (85). The previous season, 2007, a record six Blue Devils were
named to the All-SUNYAC team.

Fredonia State and her teams have long
been called the Blue Devils. But what is
the history of the nickname?

As part of the university’s 175th anniver-
sary celebration in 2001, archivist Joanne
Schweik researched volumes of the campus
newspaper, The Leader, and found that the
Blue Devil moniker dates back to the 1930s.

Schweik wrote:

“When Joseph Keyser was appointed
Director of Physical Education at
Fredonia Normal School in September
1935, he became THE sports department.
He held the first school-wide
basketball tryouts and was
probably responsible for the
acquisition of new
blue-and-white uni-
forms ...

“During the 1936-
37 academic year,
Coach Keyser called for cheerleaders and
school spirit. At this time, the (men’s) basket-
ball team -- actually, the only intercollegiate
team at that time -- was referred to as the
Keyserians, Fredonians, Blue-and-White, and
Normalites.

“The January 27, 1936 Leader announced a
contest to name the team. (The) February 3
(edition) gives some of the suggestions and
(the) March 10 (edition) announced that the
committe had selected two names: Blue Devils
and Blue Jackets.”

Schweik went on to write that Blue Jackets
was put into use immediately, but suddenly --
and without explanation -- was dropped. For
the first two games of the 1936-37 season, nei-
ther moniker was used. It was as if, Schweik
discovered, “the (Leader) contest had been
forgotten.”

Then, starting with the third game of the
1936-37 season, the Blue Devils nickname
resurfaced, and the nickname has stuck to this
day.

Schweik’s research
found what seems to
have been the first illus-
tration of a Blue Devil
in a September 1952
edition of the campus
newspaper. She wrote:

“Whether there is now
an official Blue Devil
seems very much in
doubt, as this particu-
lar demon seems to

have assumed many forms throughout history
and at whim.”

Arbitrariness and whimsy were put to rest
in the spring of 2007 when the athletic depart-
ment introduced the university’s first official
Blue Devil logo. The new primary mark and a
variety of secondary marks were drawn by
Pheonix Design Works, in consultation with
athletic department staff members, and
approved by university administrators. Gold
accents were added to the logo to go along
white, black, and two shades of blue.
