Fredonia State sponsored its first women’s varsity
team in 1996. The team has been under the direction of
head coach Lorrie Corsi ever since.

Twice Corsi has been selected SUNYAC Coach of the
Year, in 2000 and 2004. In addition, the Fredonia State
Athletics Hall of Fame welcomed its first softball player
this past fall with the induction of Melanie Yaskulski
Deemer. Yaskulski was SUNYAC Player of the Year.

More recently, Casey Mazurek -- in her second season
as a pitching coach in 2008 -- established numerous team
records in her four seasons as a Blue Devil. She outdis-
tanced the previous team record-holders in wins (38),
innings pitched (522), and strikeouts (566). Her four-year
average of 7.59 strikeouts every seven innings is 29th
all-time in NCAADivision III history. She received one
of the 12 All SUNYAC awards to have been bestowed
upon Blue Devils.

The Blue Devils begin each season at the Gene Cusic
Collegiate Classic in Fort Myers and Cape Coral, Fla.
This season, the team will play 12 games in those south-
ern climes. When at home, the Blue Devils play on a
field which abuts the New York State Thruway
(Interstate 90). It’s amenities include two sheltered
dugouts, an electronic scoreboard, and a state-of-the-art
drainage system which enables the Blue Devils to play
even after some of the wettest weather.

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A 4-0 start to the 2008 season gave the Fredonia State softball team a ray of
optimism. A lack of pitching depth eventually proved the team’s undoing, some-
thing the 2009 team should not have to endure.

Seven players are listed as pitchers on the pre-season roster, only one of them
a holdover from last’s year’s 11-24 campaign. If head coach Lorrie Corsi has his
way, junior right-hander Andr ea Devonwon’t even come close to the 70
innings she logged last year when she was pressed into service in the circle. In
her stead, Corsi has infused the pitching staff with five freshman, one sopho-
more, and one junior. 

Based on the non-traditional fall season and winter indoor drills, it’s safe to
say the Blue Devils have never had as much pitching talent on one team at the
same time. The freshmen are right-handers Jennifer Tighe, Ashley LaPorta,
Laur en Larson, and Allison Ghyzel along with left-hander Michelle Lattner .
Sophomore right-hander Jessica Nelsonand junior right-hander Rebecca
Zimmerman are also new to the program. 

Tighe (outfield), LaPorta (second base), Larson (third base), Lattner (first
base and outfield), and Zimmerman (third base) could all find themselves as
position players on days when one of the others is pitching. Nelson is also an
option at first base and as a left-handed pinch hitter.

Zimmerman, a transfer from Jamestown Community College, and freshman
Brittany Lis were members of the Fredonia State’s SUNYAC championship
volleyball team in the fall. Some of their work ethic has already worn off on
their spring-sport teammates. Lis has been splitting time between second base
with several teammates, among them freshman Gabrielle Ciccarello, and at
catcher with fellow freshman Katie Turvey. Turvey’s bat is middle-of-the-order
variety.

In addition, freshman shortstop Courtney Wight, a solid defender, should
give the Blue Devils just one more new face in the starting lineup. Sophomore
Rachel Burrowshas been backing up Wight and other teammates at several
positions, while junior Jessica Connelly, a Monroe Community College trans-
fer, has been backing up at both corner outfield spots. 

Among the returning players, Devon and fellow co-captain Brittany Connell
will likely return to their more natural positions of first base and left field-
respectively. Connell played some first base last season when Devon was forced
to pitch. They will be joined by two other holdovers -- sophomore outfielders
Maria Siderakis and Amy Coniglio. The speedy Coniglio took over in center
field late in the season while Siderakis was second on the team in hitting (.333),
Devon led the team in RBI (22), and Connell hit a team-high three HRs.
Connell is the lone senior on the 2009 roster.

L orrie Corsi is starting his 14th season as Fredonia State
head coach, the only head coach in program history. He
became a two-time SUNYAC Coach of the Year fol-

lowing a record-setting 2004 season. Corsi received the 2004
award after guiding the Blue Devils to a 26-15 record, 15-8
against SUNYAC competition. Both 2004 win totals represent
Fredonia State school records in softball. 

He was also the 2000 SUNYAC
Coach of the Year. 

Corsi has coached the Blue Devils
in all 13 seasons of their existence
after coaching numerous amateur
teams to championships. He has three
20-win seasons to his credit. 

Corsi's softball background dates
back to his playing days in the highly
competitive Dunkirk Recreation
Commission City League.

Fredonia State and her teams have long
been called the Blue Devils. But what is
the history of the nickname?

As part of the university’s 175th anniver-
sary celebration in 2001, archivist Joanne
Schweik researched volumes of the campus
newspaper, The Leader, and found that the
Blue Devil moniker dates back to the 1930s.

Schweik wrote:

“When Joseph Keyser was appointed
Director of Physical Education at
Fredonia Normal School in September
1935, he became THE sports department.
He held the first school-wide
basketball tryouts and was
probably responsible for the
acquisition of new
blue-and-white uni-
forms ...

“During the 1936-
37 academic year,
Coach Keyser called for cheerleaders and
school spirit. At this time, the (men’s) basket-
ball team -- actually, the only intercollegiate
team at that time -- was referred to as the
Keyserians, Fredonians, Blue-and-White, and
Normalites.

“The January 27, 1936 Leader announced a
contest to name the team. (The) February 3
(edition) gives some of the suggestions and
(the) March 10 (edition) announced that the
committe had selected two names: Blue Devils
and Blue Jackets.”

Schweik went on to write that Blue Jackets
was put into use immediately, but suddenly --
and without explanation -- was dropped. For
the first two games of the 1936-37 season, nei-
ther moniker was used. It was as if, Schweik
discovered, “the (Leader) contest had been
forgotten.”

Then, starting with the third game of the
1936-37 season, the Blue Devils nickname
resurfaced, and the nickname has stuck to this
day.

Schweik’s research
found what seems to
have been the first illus-
tration of a Blue Devil
in a September 1952
edition of the campus
newspaper. She wrote:

“Whether there is now
an official Blue Devil
seems very much in
doubt, as this particu-
lar demon seems to

have assumed many forms throughout history
and at whim.”

Arbitrariness and whimsy were put to rest
in the spring of 2007 when the athletic depart-
ment introduced the university’s first official
Blue Devil logo. The new primary mark and a
variety of secondary marks were drawn by
Pheonix Design Works, in consultation with
athletic department staff members, and
approved by university administrators. Gold
accents were added to the logo to go along
white, black, and two shades of blue.
