




Program history
This represents the 24th women’s

intercollegiate varsity soccer season at
Fredonia State. The health of the pro-
gram has been on a steady rise in recent
years. 

The first team, coached by Kathy
Baker, posted a 3-9-1 record during the
1986 season. Since then, the Blue Devils
have had four other coaches, with Chris
Case at the helm since 2002.

In Case’s seven seasons, the Blue
Devils have made five post-season
appearances. They qualified for the
SUNYAC Tournament for the first time
(2003) and won their first SUNYAC
Tournament game (2005). In addition,
the team has played in the New York
State Women’s Collegiate Athletic
Association and Eastern Collegiate
Athletic Conference Upstate New York
tournaments. They made the semifinals
of the latter tourney last fall.

Included in Case’s tenure have been
three 11-win seasons (2003, 2005,
2008) and one 10-win season (2006). 

The 2007 season began a new era in
the history of the program. The Blue
Devils’ new home, University Stadium,
is a 1,000-seat venue with lights. That
enabled the Blue Devils to play their
first home night games.

The Blue Devils have had numerous
players designated as All SUNYAC,
All-Region, and have had two reach
the highest honor accorded to a former
wearer of the Blue and White: a place
in the Fredonia State Athletic Hall of
Fame. Beth (Mangino) Winters was
inducted into the Hall in 2002, and
Kristi (Buntich) Wiley joined her in
2006. In addition, former men’s and
women’s head coach Tom Prevet is a
member of the Hall of Fame. He was
inducted in 2006.

Fredonia State women’s soccer coach
Chris Case has strengthened his team’s
non-conference schedule with an eye

toward returning to the SUNYAC Tournament
after a two-year absence.

The Blue Devils missed making the con-
ference playoffs by one point for the second
straight year. While an 11-6-1 record estab-
lished a new team record for wins in a season
and resulted in the best winning percentage
(.639) in program history, the Blue Devils fell
short of the six-team SUNYAC field with a 4-
5-1 record.

“Of our five conference losses,” head
coach Chris Case said, “four were by one goal.
We just couldn’t win the close games.”

WITH THE THOUGHT of tempering
his team for the tougher SUNYAC games,
Case has bolstered his non-conference slate.
He’s added Union and Rochester, both of
which are regularly among the top five teams
in the Northeast Region and often are national-
ly ranked. He’s also added Westminster, Pa., a
team with Union/Rochester-like credentials in
its region, and has kept St. Lawrence – a top
five regional team last year – on the 2009
slate.

"Preparing ourselves against tougher
(non-SUNYAC) opponents,” Case said,
“allows us to sort ourselves out. It’s a way to
have our opponents expose our mistakes so we
can work on them before we get to a confer-
ence game.

“Also, I think our women get themselves
up for tougher non-conference games instead
of for games we know we’re going to win.”

WHILE A 7-1-0non-conference record
in 2008 was a team highlight, so were the 10-
goal seasons by a pair of returning Blue Devil
forwards. Reilly Condidorio (LeRoy) was cho-
sen First Team All SUNYAC and SUNYAC
Rookie of the Year after leading the Blue

Devils with 27 points – 10 goals and seven
assists – as a freshman. Lauren Heilweil
(Binghamton/Chenango Forks) had 10 goals –
including three game winners – and four
assists. Condidorio and Heilweil were the
team’s first double-digit goal scorers since
Robyn Domm in 1998.

“Reilly really likes to go after someone,
she tries to make things happen,” Case said,
“while Lauren is a very tough player to push

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off the ball. When she’s on, her shot is great.”
Heilweil, a First Team All SUNYAC as a

freshman and Second Team as a sophomore,
enters her senior year tied for fourth on two
all-time Fredonia State scoring lists with 23
goals and 53 points. She and Condidorio will
again be teamed with junior Julie LaPolla
(Penfield), another dynamic player who has
impressed Case with her work ethic.

“Julie’s biggest thing,” Case said, “is how
hard she works. That’s what’s allowed her to
get better. … Our forwards are the strongest
components of our team. Those three
(Condidorio, Heilweil, and LaPolla) are all
dangerous players that our opponents will have
to worry about.”

WHILE THE STARTERS at forward
are clear-cut, defense is still up in the air. Case
enters the season seeking a successor at goal-
keeper for Becky Scroger. A three-time All
SUNYAC and two-time all-regional player,
Scroger set Fredonia State career and single-
season records in six categories. Her four sea-
sons between the pipes coincided, not coinci-
dently, with the four best consecutive seasons
in program history.

Meaghan Meszaros (Selden/Newfield), a
freshman, has emerged as Scoger’s immediate
successor. Sophomore returnee Paula Culhane
(Williamson/Gates-Chili) and junior transfer
Jennifer Johnson (Goshen) will push
Meszaros. Johnson played as a freshman at
Keene (N.H.) State and has shown the ability
to compete for the starting role, while
Culhane, Case says, “is still in the mix” for
playing time.

“Meszaros,” Case said, “does a few

things slightly better than Scroger but has
some things she has to work on to get to
Becky’s level. With some extra sessions, she
has the potential to be a very good collegiate
goalkeeper.”

IMMEDIA TELY IN FRONT of the
goalkeeping will be a defensive quartet con-
sisting of three returning players. The other
spot is up for grabs. The returnees are sopho-
more Lyz Dembrow (Lockport) and twin sis-

ters Lisa and Gwen Curtis (Rochester/Greece
Arcadia), who’ll serve as tri-captains along
with junior midfielder Rachel Mimken
(Fairport). The fourth starting spot will emerge
from a group consisting of senior Nicole
Campbell (Rochester/Greece Arcadia), junior
Maggie Stewart (Jamestown), and freshmen
Madison Brown (Niagara Falls/Niagara
Wheatfield) and Gina Falcone
(Kenmore/Kenmore West).

“It (defense) is our biggest question mark
going into the season,” Case said. “But with
time, it has the potential to be the strongest
part of our team. The chemistry of the (start-
ing) four is not there yet but it (the group as a
whole) has improved drastically since the start
of pre-season. As long as we consistently
improve each game, it can be a successful sea-
son for us.”

Despite Lisa Curtis leaving the midfield
for defense, there’s still some experience in the
midfield. In fact, Case calls midfield possibly
the deepest group on the team. In addition to
Mimken, it includes juniors Christa Morgante
(East Amherst/Williamsville East) and Angela
Beck (Randolph); and sophomores Melissa
Cummiskey (Clarence), Julia Medwid
(Alexander), and Emily Beh (Penfield).
Freshman Heather Zimba (Jamestown) has
been switched from defense to midfield to give
Case additional options.

“Morgante, Mimken, and Cummiskey,”
he said, “look to emerge as consistent starters.
Each brings a different quality for the field,
and because of that, hopefully we will create a
solid midfield group. There’s a lot riding on
the players to get forward to get us chances,
and to slow down our opponents’attacks.”

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Chris Case is
entering his eighth
season as the head
women's soccer
coach at Fredonia
State. He and his
teams continue to
earn notice from the
coaching communi-
ty in the State
University of New

York Athletic Conference. 
Each subsequent season represents

another rung on the ladder which has been
used for a steady climb since Case took
over as head coach in 2002.

In Case's first season, the Blue Devils
posted their best record -- 9-8-2 mark --
over the previous eight seasons. They
accepted an invitation to the New York State Women's Collegiate
Athletic Association tournament, the program's first post-season
competition of any kind since 1994.

The following season, Case was chosen 2003 SUNYAC
Women's Soccer Coach of the Year after guiding the Blue Devils
to their first-ever SUNYAC Tournament appearance. It also
marked the third time in the history of the program the Blue
Devils won as many as 11 games in a season. Combined with
the 2002 season, Case guided the team to back-to-back winning
seasons after seven straight seasons finishing at .500 or below.

THE BLUE DEVILS TOOK it one step further in 2005
when they scored a dramatic 2-1 home victory over Plattsburgh
in the first round of the SUNYAC Tournament. It was the pro-
gram's first-ever conference tournament win. Following their
ouster with a loss to Oneonta, the Blue Devils moved on to play
in the ECAC Upstate New York Tournament where they added a
2-1 road win over New Paltz and finished with an 11-7-1 overall
record. Their 6-3-1 record in the SUNYAC represented the Blue
Devils' most conference wins in a season.

The Blue Devils returned to the SUNYAC Tournament during
the 2006 season and went 1-1 in the 2007 ECAC Upstate New

York Tournament. They reached the semifinals before falling to
the eventual tournament champ. In 2008, the Blue Devils fin-
ished with an 11-6-1 record resulting in the highest winning per-
centage in program history (.639). It also marked the first time
since 2004 the Blue Devils did not play in a post-season tourna-
ment, and just the second occurrence by a Case-coached team.

Case's teams have posted a composite 68-53-15 record, which
makes him the winningest women's soccer coach in school histo-
ry in terms of total wins and winning percentage (.555). His .500
SUNYAC winning percentage (regular-season only) is .200 per-
centage points better than the next closest Blue Devil coach. 

BEFORE HE BECAME head coach, Case served a one-year
apprenticeship as Blue Devil women's assistant coach. At the
time, he was fresh from his 2001 Fredonia State graduation. A
former Blue Devil goalkeeper, he earned numerous honors and
holds team goalkeeping records. He was also a dean's list student
and made the SUNYAC All-Academic Team.

As a sophomore, he helped the Blue Devils win the 1998
SUNYAC and the ECAC Northeast championship titles and was
subsequently named MVPof the ECAC tournament. He was a
member of the 1999 Four Points Sheraton All-Tournament Team
and the All SUNYAC Second Team.In his senior year, Case was
selected as a SUNYAC Player of the Week, All SUNYAC First
Team. and All Region Second Team. He was chosen as a co-cap-
tain both his junior and senior seasons.

A native of Fairport, N.Y., Case was All County and All
Greater Rochester in high school. He once served as a counselor
at the Fairport youth soccer camp. He also designed and coordi-
nated training sessions for the Jamestown girls' soccer program
and also served as a summer playground counselor for Perinton
Parks and Recreation.

A four-year starter for the Blue Devils,
Marvin won the SUNYAC scoring race in
2002 with 17 goals and eight assists, a total
of 42 points. His points per game average
was fifth best in NCAADivision III.

goals and 10 assists for 61 points -- sixth most in Fredonia State
men's soccer history. He was a three-time All-SUNYAC team
selection, including a First Team pick after the 2001 season. He
was also a two-time regional All-American.

A May 2008 graduate, Bleecker holds a bachelor’s degree in
elementary education in social studies. She is working on her
Masters in Education with a concentration in curriculum and
instruction. She is native of Pittsford, N.Y., and attended
Pittsford Mendon High School.

Dr. Patrick R. Damore has served as

the first and only commissioner of the
State University of New York Athletic
conference (SUNYAC). 

He has held the post since 1979,
acting in the full-time capacity since
1985. In the 2008-09 school year, he
started his thirtieth year as commis-
sioner. He has also served as the presi-
dent of the NCAADivision II and III
College Division Commissioners
Association and also the
Intercollegiate Soccer Association of
America.

His accolades include the NCAADivision III
Commissioner's Association Meritorious Service Award, SUNY-
AC Distinguished Service Award, Bill Jeffries Award for contri-
bution to national collegiate soccer, as he developed and imple-
mented the first national rating system for intercollegiate soccer.
He has also received the ECAC James Lynah award for distin-
guished achievement. Following his retirement as a captain in
the United States Naval Reserve, he received a naval commen-
dation medal. He served on active naval duty during the Korean
conflict.

During his thirty years of service to the conference, Damore
coordinated the addition of women's sports programs in 1983. In
the 2008-09 school year, the women's programs are celebrating
their 25th anniversary, while the conference itself is celebrating
their 50th anniversary.

Damore earned a bachelors in health and physical education
from SUNYBrockport, a masters in secondary school adminis-

tration from St. Lawrence University and a doctorate in higher
education from the University of Oklahoma.

Damore was inducted into the Brockport State Athletics Hall
of Fame, and the National Association of College Directors of
Athletics Hall of Fame. He was also inducted into the Fredonia
State Athletics Hall of Fame after serving four decades (1956-
85) as a coach of men's basketball, soccer, and tennis, as well as
director of athletics.

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Fredonia State and her teams have long been
called the Blue Devils. But what is the his-
tory of the nickname?

As part of the university’s 175th anniversary
celebration in 2001, archivist Joanne Schweik
researched volumes of the campus newspaper,
The Leader, and found that the Blue Devil
moniker dates back to the 1930s.

Schweik wrote:

“When Joseph Keyser was appointed
Director of Physical Education at Fredonia
Normal School in September 1935, he
became THE sports department. He held
the first school-wide basketball tryouts and
was probably responsible for the
acquisition of new blue-and-
white uniforms ...

“During the 1936-
37 academic year,
Coach Keyser called
for cheerleaders and
school spirit. At this
time, the (men’s) basketball
team -- actually, the only intercollegiate team at
that time -- was referred to as the Keyserians,
Fredonians, Blue-and-White, and Normalites.

“The January 27, 1936 Leader announced a
contest to name the team. (The) February 3 (edi-
tion) gives some of the suggestions and (the)
March 10 (edition) announced that the committee
had selected two names: Blue Devils and Blue
Jackets.”

Schweik went on to write that Blue Jackets
was put into use immediately, but suddenly --
and without explanation -- was dropped. For the
first two games of the 1936-37 season, neither
moniker was used. It was as if, Schweik discov-
ered, “the (Leader) contest had been forgotten.”

Then, starting with the third game of the
1936-37 season, the Blue Devils nickname resur-
faced, and the nickname has stuck to this day.

Schweik’s research found what seems to have
been the first illustration of
a Blue Devil in a
September 1952 edition
of the campus newspaper.
She wrote: “Whether
there is now an official

Blue Devil seems very
much in doubt, as this
particular demon seems

to have assumed many
forms throughout histo-
ry and at whim.”

Arbitrariness and
whimsy were put to rest in

the spring of 2007 when the athletic department
introduced the university’s first official Blue
Devil logo. The new primary mark and a variety
of secondary marks were drawn by Phoenix
Design Works, in consultation with athletic
department staff members, and approved by uni-
versity administrators. Gold accents were added
to the logo to go along with white, black, and
two shades of blue.
