1. Monday, February 6 – Dr. Reneta Barneva, Department of Computer and Information Sciences, Bulgaria
“Bulgaria – The Best-Kept Secret”
Bulgaria is the oldest European country that still exists and one of t he newest members of the European Union.  In the presentation, after a brief historical and geographical overview, some aspects of the social life will be considered. In particular, details about the educational system will be given and the secrets of the excellent achievements of the Bulgarian school teams at Mathematics and Computer Science Olympiads will be revealed. Finally the presenter will address some touristic aspects.
2. Monday, April 2 –   Dr. Linda Brigance, Department of Communication, CIEE Faculty Development Seminar in Poland/Germany
“Ruin and Revival: Issues of Memory and Identity in Post WWII Eastern Europe”
The legacy of the Nazi atrocities and the post WWII Communist occupation of Poland and German is clearly visible through contemporary political alliances and economic policies.  Less visible, however, are the questions about identity that continue to haunt individuals, groups and entire nations sixty years later.   Dr. Brigance will address how Polish and German governments and citizens are grabbling with these issues through a report on her participation in an interdisciplinary international faculty development seminar held in Krakow and Berlin during the summer of 2011.
3. Monday, May 7 –  Dr. Kate Mahoney, Department of Language, Learning, and Leadership
“Language Policy and Practice: Observations from Bilingual Education Field study in Mexico, Wales, New York, and Hawaii”
Dr. Mahoney will present photographs from her field study in four different bilingual education locations. Dr. Mahoney will compare and contrast program models, language of the classroom, societal and educational aim of program, effectiveness research, and language policies supporting the four bilingual sites. Language samples of Welsh, Hawaiian, and Nahuatl will also be shared.
