Description of Scholarships for Continuing Students:

David H. Carnahan Scholarship: Scholarship is for a history or social studies major with an outstanding academic record. The department generally awards two of these scholarships annually.The award amount varies each year but ranges from $1000-1300. 
William & Helen Chazanoff Award: This award is for outstanding work (research, internship, paper) in local history by a history or social studies major. The award amount varies each year but ranges from $400-600.
John J. & Helen B. Mancuso Scholarship: Scholarship is for a full-time history or social studies major who wants to teach in the future, will be a junior or senior next year, and has an outstanding academic record.  The department awards several of these scholarships annually. The award amounts vary each year but range from $1500-3000.
Donald MacPhee Scholarship: Scholarship for a history or social studies major who will be a sophomore next year and has an outstanding academic record. The award amount varies each year but ranges from $200-350.
Joseph T. Gallagher Memorial Scholarship: Scholarship is for students from underrepresented minorities who are preparing for teaching careers. (Note: This scholarship is not restricted to social studies majors but is open to undergraduate students majoring in any teaching field. ) The department generally awards two or three of these scholarships annually. The award amounts vary each year but range from $250-350.
