PART 3B GCP/CCC NON-WESTERN CIVILIZATIONS:

This course is designed to be integrative and interdisciplinary as well as cross-cultural. The only specific background assumed is that of Introductory Psychology. However, it is also assumed that you will have general academic background and scholarly experience to draw upon so that you will be prepared to think critically and examine issues from multiple perspectives. As is obvious from the syllabus outlined below, the course will draw upon religious, philosophical, and historical perspectives as well as psychological ones. 


The class will build upon basic skills developed in your previous coursework. Writing skills will be utilized in the writing of in-class essays on exams, the write-up of the group project, and the optional journal entries/reflections questions. Oral presentation projects will build upon or extend oral communication skills.

ATTENDANCE: Attendance at every class is expected in order to maximize learning.  Good attendance may help boost borderline grades. Failure to attend classes will adversely affect grades.  Some lecture material will not be available through any means other than lecture. Some important discussions will occur only in class. 

MAKE-UPS, EXTENSIONS, & INCOMPLETE GIVEN IN CASES OF:

1. Death in the family reported to Student Affairs 

2. Serious illness verified by doctor or health center

3. Serious life stress verified by visit to a counselor 

4. Test conflict verified by syllabi

The procedure for requesting these is as follows:

1. Get standardized request form from Dr. Drout

2. Complete request form and submit to Dr. Drout

3. Follow up to determine if request was granted or denied

CLASS PREPARATION: Students are expected to have read assigned material prior to each class in order to facilitate discussion.

PLAGIARISM AND ACADEMIC DISHONESTY: Cases of plagiarism and academic dishonesty will receive an automatic E for the assignment involved.  A second incidence of academic dishonesty will result in an E for the course. (Also see college catalogue and course offerings bulletin for relevant college policy.) 

BASIC GRADING: The course is divided into 4 units with an exam at the end of each unit. Each exam will include objective & subjective components and material from reading assignments & class notes. All exams are of equal weight. The final exam is based upon material related to the case presentations during the unit of review and application. The final exam will generally be averaged in with the other unit exams. You may earn the opportunity to use the final exam to replace an earlier lower exam grade. If, however, you desire the opportunity to replace an earlier grade with the final exam grade, you must attend class regularly throughout the semester with no more than 2 unexcused absences during the first 3 units and no unexcused absences during unit 4.  In addition, you must demonstrate your regular preparation and participation by turning in the Tao of Pooh worksheet and at least one set of journal entries/reflection questions for each class day of reading in Lessons of the Lotus. Otherwise, you forfeit the opportunity to demonstrate that your persistent effort, cumulative learning, and developmental progress outweigh earlier weak performance.   

In addition to the exams, you will complete a class project involving a group oral presentation. See details as outlined on the relevant assignment sheet. The preliminary class grade will reflect the average of the exam grades and the class project. 

GROUP ORAL PRESENTATION PROJECTS: 

Case Studies will involve Indian, Japanese, or Chinese counseling cases provided by the instructor. Approximately 6 Groups of about 5-6 students each will choose a case or set of cases, meet periodically throughout the semester, submit a preliminary written outline, develop an assignment for the class to prepare for discussion, make a practice presentation to the instructor, and carry out a final class presentation during the last unit. Detailed instruction sheets will be provided.

CLASS PARTICIPATION:


Class participation may be used to boost or diminish borderline grades. The class will sometimes break up into groups for discussion. Having read assigned readings prior to class will aid in class discussion.
