	Understand and demonstrate writing processes

demonstrated through:

	The writer: 
· offers insightful responses to published texts.
· revises by altering content and approach, by reorganizing material, or by clarifying and strengthening the coherence of ideas.

· thoroughly discusses the writer’s process for each paper in commentaries.
	The writer:

· offers substantive responses to published texts.
· revises by refining the content,  sharpening the focus, and improving structure, clarity, and coherence.
· discusses the writer’s process for each paper in commentaries.
	The writer:

· offers useful responses to published texts.
· does not revise in substantive ways; revisions have not improved the content, focus, structure, clarity or coherence of earlier drafts. 

· hints at the writer’s process for each paper in commentaries.
	The writer:

· does not offer responses to published texts.
· does not revise content or structure; revisions do not improve these features or are focused almost solely on mechanics.
· does not include commentaries with texts.

	The writer:

· offers insightful and informed responses to others’ texts for the purpose of revision.

	The writer:

· offers substantive responses to others’ texts for the purpose of revision. 
· actively participates in conferences about writing.
· discusses in commentaries the writer’s specific participation in group work and conferences as part of his/her writing processes.
	The writer:

· offers useful , reasonable responses to classmates’ texts for the purpose of revision.

· sporadically participates in conferences about writing.

· hints at the writer’s participation in group work and conferences as part of his/her writing processes with little specificity.
	The writer:

· offers no responses or responses of limited use to others’ texts for the purpose of revision.
· does not willingly participate in conferences about writing.
· does not adequately address in commentaries the writer’s participation in group work and conferences as part of his/her writing processes or does not include commentaries with texts.

	Demonstrate the ability to address diverse audiences
demonstrated through:

	The writer:

· performs skillfully in a variety of rhetorical situations, clearly shaping  texts according to the demands of various audiences.

· thoroughly discusses the specific adaptations the writer has made for various audiences  in commentaries.
	The writer:

· performs capably in a variety of rhetorical situations, shaping texts according to the demands of various audiences.

· discusses the adaptations the writer has made for various audiences in commentaries.
	The writer:

· performs adequately in a variety of rhetorical situations, though sometimes oblivious to the needs of audiences.

· hints at the writer’s adaptations for various audiences without specifics in commentaries.
	The writer:
· suggests s/he will have difficulty handling many writing tasks. 

· does not adequately discuss the writer’s adaptations for various audiences in commentaries or does not include commentaries with texts.

	Construct logical and coherent arguments adapted to a particular audience

demonstrated through:

· Effectiveness and complexity of ideas

· Coherent organization

· Commentaries
	The writer:

· presents easily identifiable, focused, original, and thought-provoking controlling ideas.

· moves the reader through ideas coherently, logically, and even creatively from engaging introductions to logical conclusions.

· presents pertinent examples and evidence, including outside sources, to support ideas.

· thoroughly discusses specific writing strategies used to compose these effective texts in commentaries.
	The writer:

· presents identifiable and focused controlling ideas.

· moves the reader through ideas coherently and logically from interesting introductions to satisfying conclusions.

· presents examples and evidence, including outside sources , to support ideas.

· uses sound transitions, though idea sequences may occasionally be awkward.
· discusses specific writing strategies used to compose these competent texts in commentaries.
	The writer:

· presents wandering, vague, or unfocused controlling ideas.
· may not offer any opening strategies or may offer openings that seem unrelated to the rest of the texts; conclusions do not adequately or logically follow from the body of the papers .  

· provides inadequate evidence or examples for ideas with or without outsides sources. 

· uses unclear, awkward, indirect, or illogical transitions.

· hints at general writing strategies with little specificity in commentaries.  
	The writer:

· fails to present controlling ideas.

· produces texts with unsatisfactory introductions and endings that do not serve as conclusions.  

· provides minimal support for assertions with or without outside sources.
· often requires the reader to search for connections between ideas.
· does not adequately address the general writing strategies used to compose these texts in commentaries or does not include commentaries with texts.

	Demonstrate authority, point of view, and individual voice and style

demonstrated through:

· Level of writing

· Command of language

· Commentaries
	The writer:

· composes sophisticated sentences of various types.
· exhibits a solid command of word variety.
· creates appropriate tone, diction and ethos for intended subjects and audiences.
· uses mechanics that are nearly flawless in final drafts.
· thoroughly discusses in commentaries specific language choices and rhetorical strategies used in composing.
	The writer:
· constructs sound sentences of various types and lengths. 
· uses controlled word choices and generally creates a tone and ethos appropriate for subjects and audiences.

· uses mechanics that are mostly accurate and rarely impede meaning.
· discusses in commentaries the general language choices and rhetorical strategies used in composing.
	The writer:

· sometimes constructs incomprehensible sentences. 

· uses inconsistent or inappropriate word choices, or creates a tone and/or ethos inappropriate for audiences. 

· uses mechanics that may, at times, obscure meaning.

· hints at the language choices and rhetorical strategies used in composing in the commentaries.
	The writer:

· frequently constructs awkward sentences.

·  uses inappropriate word choices, and creates a tone and/ or ethos inappropriate for audiences.
· uses mechanics that disrupt reading and often obscure meaning.

· does not adequately address in commentaries the language choices and rhetorical strategies used in composing or does not include commentaries with texts.
