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The scholarship section features six peer-reviewed lesson plans written for ReadWriteThink, a website designed for classroom teachers and supported by the National Council of Teachers of English.  Two of these lessons were my original submissions; the other four were adaptations of existing lessons, which ReadWriteThink editor Lisa Fink asked me to revise for a new summer activities section that was being added to the website.   I have also included my workshop notes and name badge from the SUNY Council on Writing in this section.  This conference brought together representatives from many SUNY schools to discuss writing programs and assessment. 

I should also mention my forthcoming publications and presentations, which I wrote and submitted last year for consideration.  I have recently been notified that a submission to the New York State English Council’s journal, The English Record, was accepted for publication in a special issue on the graphic novel Persepolis.  I have also been notified that my chapter on Persepolis for a book on graphic novels and contact zone theory was accepted by the editor.  In addition, my proposal on regression under stress in student teachers was accepted for the 2007 National Council of Teachers of English conference in November.   My research is supported by an IRB that was approved last year for work with our own English Adolescence Education program students.
As I mentioned in my teaching section, my ideas for publications grow out of my teaching practices.  This is in part why I choose to devote energy to writing ReadWriteThink lessons.  Doing the lessons forces me to “practice what I preach” to my English Adolescence Education students:  write theoretically sound, authentic English language arts lessons.  I also feel compelled to share my own classroom successes with others who may be beginning their own teaching careers, to help them grow as educators as I have grown throughout my career.  I also have three ideas for articles best characterized as “scholarship of teaching” articles.  These articles deal separately with my classroom self-assessment practices, my experiences in writing assessment, and the issues involved in technology and teacher education.  Like everyone, I need more time to do background reading and formulate my ideas for publication.
An area that has been on hold for me has been my work with student teachers, and again I feel that the link between teaching and scholarship has influenced my motivation in that area.  That is, because I am not teaching methods, I feel no urgency to analyze the data I collected last spring so that I can change the way I teach it again.  Still, I do plan to look at the data and to share my findings with those in the department in an effort to improve the EAE program.  The wider teacher educator community would also benefit from hearing the results, and I plan to find a suitable forum for publication.  I would also like to take the next year to re-examine my dissertation to see where I might continue with my initial research on regression under stress.  Because I am presenting this research at NCTE this year, I am sure I will get feedback on opportunities for more study and publication opportunities with my work.
