NOT FOR NEW STUDENTS ONLY . . .     

Getting ready for your advising session . . .     

1.  Have you met your advisor yet?  Do you know where to find him or her?  Yes, your midterms are on line, but he or she has a hard copy of your midterm grades.  Go get them!  There is probably something to discuss.

2.  Advisors will have sign-up sheets on their doors sometime before Registration.  Sign up for an early day—your advisor might be happier to see you!  Don’t put it off.

Going to the advisor/advisee meeting . . .

1.  Have you checked your remaining CCC requirements?  How about your major requirements?   (Hint: consult the catalog for this information.)

2.  Have you looked over the Course Offerings Bulletin?  It is available on-line as well as hard copy!

3.  Have you checked the catalog for descriptions of courses and prerequisites?  (Please note: the course offerings bulletin does not always list the prerequisites for a course—check the catalog!)

4.  Do you have a list of possible courses to discuss with your advisor?  (Remember: your advisor is still doing lesson plans, teaching, and correcting papers over registration time, not to mention any writing or research he or she may be involved with.  They want to do their best with you, and for that to happen you have to take some responsibility for using the time you have with them wisely.) 


At the meeting . . .

1.  If you haven’t yet, introduce yourself.

2.  Pull out your list for discussion, your course offerings bulletin and your catalog (for reference).

3.  Go over the CCC list with your advisor to make sure that what you have and what s/he has in your advising folder is the same.  (Somewhere along the line you are going to change something when you go on-line.  You need to be sure that your CCC list is always up-to-date.)  

4.  Ask your advisor about prerequisites for your major.  Do them now so you will be ready for your advanced classes later.

5.  First-year students:  if you didn’t take ENGL 100 last semester (or otherwise have it covered), sign-up for it now. 

6.  Fill out the Undergraduate Registration Worksheet.   Alternates, alternates, alternates!

7.  Make sure your advisor has filled in the “total credits box” and has signed your form.  Take the white copy with you and your advisor will file the yellow copy in your advising file.
8.  Get your PIN Card from your advisor.  This has the date and time of your registration along with the PIN you will need to access the website and Register.

After the meeting . . . Last Important Step . . .

Register at your appointed time!
