We do not currently have a graduate, 600-level course in post-tonal analysis and we feel that such a course would be beneficial in helping to prepare our Master’s students for specialized doctoral programs in theory.  Most universities require a course in post-tonal analysis for the Master’s in theory and we would like our program to remain current and competitive in this respect. In giving the course a prerequisite of MUS 624 we have decided to gear the course exclusively towards graduate students rather than a mix of undergraduates and graduates together.  We believe that this will allow us to delve into this subject in a way that is more appropriate for the subject matter, and which will ultimately help us to better prepare our graduate students for entry into Ph.D programs.
