The Master of Music in Collaborative Piano program will allow students to continue their piano education with a specific focus.  These students will be trained in the specialized skills of collaborative piano and coaching, encompassing extensive pianistic study of vocal and instrumental collaborative repertoire, reductions of orchestral scores at the piano, and vocal and instrumental ensemble techniques.  It is an area of great need, with many possibilities for employment.   Building a first rate program would attract more graduate students to SUNY Fredonia and possibly help to build our graduate performance program as well. With the great demand for accompanists in all programs in the School of Music, there are opportunities to collaborate with different students on multiple instruments.  This program would be an asset to both the School of Music and SUNY Fredonia.     

In order to start this program, one new collaborative piano faculty member is required.  The program could be started with one adjunct-faculty.  An additional faculty member is needed because a collaborative specialist is necessary for the success and validity of this program.  In addition, the administrative duties for this program will be substantial, and the current piano faculty are already full and over-loaded.
