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Article III:  Faculty Meetings

Section 1: Stated Faculty Meetings


a.
At the discretion of the Executive Committee of the University Senate, there shall be two stated meetings of the faculty, the first within one week of toward the beginning of the fall semester and the second during the week before Commencement in the spring toward the beginning of the spring semester. The President The Executive Committee shall set the dates for these meetings. Written agenda shall be distributed to the faculty no fewer than five days prior to each meeting by the President's Office. Agenda items shall be limited to routine items of faculty business. Major items of faculty business shall be discussed only during special meetings (see Section 2 below).

Quorum. There shall be no quorum provisions for these meetings.
b.
 Quorum. A quorum shall consist of a simple majority of the faculty. If such a majority is not present, members may vote to suspend the quorum provisions by a two-thirds vote of those present.

Voting. Adoption of any main motion shall be by a majority of the faculty present. A written ballot shall be used when requested by at least ten members of the faculty.
c. 
Voting. Adoption of any motion shall require an affirmative vote of a majority of those present and voting. A written ballot shall be used when requested by at least ten members of the faculty.

Presiding Officer. The Chancellor or, in the absence of the Chancellor, the President or the President's designee, The Chair of University Senate, or in the absence of the Chair, the Vice Chair of University Senate, shall preside at stated faculty meetings.

University Senate Secretary. As a member of the University Senate, the University Senate Secretary shall:

2. Distribute summaries of the minutes promptly to all voting and ex-officio members of the Senate, and shall post minutes on the University Senate website. official electronic sites.

4. At the end of the calendar year, prepare and distribute to that year's University Senate members and to newly elected members the Policies and Resolutions Handbook and send two copies of that Handbook to the University Archives.
4. Prepare a listing of substantive actions taken by the University Senate after each meeting for the campus President. Add copies of this list to the University Senate official electronic sites, and send two hard copies to the Archives and Special Collections in Reed Library. Once a signed approval/disapproval copy has been received from the campus President, either a copy or appropriate annotations will be appended to the copies on the University Senate official electronic sites and two hard copies to the Archives and Special Collections in Reed Library.
d. 
SUNY Faculty Senator. The SUNY Faculty Senator shall serve as the faculty's representative on the University University SUNY Faculty Senate and, as such, serves as a liaison between the University and the University University SUNY Faculty Senate. The SUNY Faculty Senator shall be elected to a three-year term in an election conducted by the Governance Officer, and assume office as of July 1. The SUNY Faculty Senator shall be eligible for re-election to a second consecutive term, but will then not be eligible to serve again as a member of the University University SUNY Faculty Senate until the expiration of one year from the end of the last preceding term. In the event that the Faculty Senator shall be unable to meet the duties of that position, the Faculty Senator Alternate shall serve in his/her stead.


e. 
Governance Officer. The Governance Officer is an ex officio member of the Executive Committee of the University Senate. The Governance Officer shall be nominated by the Executive Committee of the University Senate and shall be elected by the University Senate during its meeting in April and assume office July 1. The Governance Officer shall serve a one-year term ending June 30 of the subsequent year. The Governance Officer is not required to be a member of the University Senate.

"  Responsibilities. The Governance Officer shall be responsible for reviewing the operations of these bylaws and for accepting and initiating proposed amendments to these bylaws. 

# The Governance Officer shall circulate to all faculty and professionals a governance service preference list. 

Section 6: Planning and Budget Advisory Committee
The Executive Committee shall nominate and the University Senate shall approve the membership of a Planning and Budget Advisory Committee. The Committee shall have three representatives from the Division of Arts and Humanities with at least one representative from each of the two areas. It shall also have one representative each from the Natural Sciences, the Social Sciences, and Professional Studies. shall have one representative from each area: Arts, Humanities, Social Sciences, Natural Sciences, and Education. There shall further be two representatives of the Professional Staff. Committee members shall serve three year terms. The terms shall be staggered. Members of the committee shall be elected in the spring of the academic year. They may be re-nominated and re-elected. The Executive Committee shall nominate its slate of committee members on the basis of their leadership experience and/or expertise in fiscal matters.

Section 7: By-Election of Officers
d. If the University Senate Governance Officer is unable to perform the duties of that office, the Executive Committee shall serve as a nominating committee and report its slate for University Senate Governance Officer no later than the University Senate meeting after the inability of the former Governance Officer has been determined. The newly elected University Senate Governance Officer shall complete the term of the former Governance Officer.
