SUNY – Fredonia currently has the program of Advanced Certificate of Study for the School Building Leadership and it has been accepted by the State Education Department.  It is desirous to continue the acceptance of the Certificate of Advanced Study for the School District Leadership Program.  There are 10 courses supporting this Program consisting of 30 credit hours, an internship, portfolio, an oral examination and a yet to be developed State Examination.  This complete program (SBL) would be a prerequisite to the proposed courses for the School District Leadership at the Post Graduate level.
