The first conference of its kind to be held in Western New York, “A Day of Reflection and Collaboration” was organized by Reed Library’s outstanding Reference and Instruction Librarians.

· Participants were assigned three  “Pre-conference Readings”  and a “Jigsaw Reading,” to be discussed in a small group setting. 
· Participants were instructed to post their favorite library instruction lesson plan and be prepared to discuss it during the seminar.

· 48 Librarians attended from private and public institutions; Community Colleges thru University Centers.
· Funding was provided thru a SUNY Librarian’s Association Grant a Western New York Library Resources Council Grant and the Carnahan -Jackson endowment.

The Big Read 
Fredonia College was the lead organization for an NEA Bib Read community reading grant that provided programming to libraries and high schools in Chautauqua and Cattaraugus counties.  We selected Ray Bradbury’s Fahrenheit 451 for our first Big Read.  Additional funding was obtained from the Kellogg Foundation, the Northern Chautauqua Community Foundation, the Chautauqua Region Foundation, the Fredonia College Foundation and the Vice President for Academic Affairs. 
An application has been submitted to the NEA for another round of Big Read funding.    We have selected To Kill a Mockingbird as the title for our next Big Read book.
