Report of the CGLs Meetings held at the 146the Plenary of the University Faculty Senate
April 26-28, 2007

Campus Governance Leaders meet twice on April 26, 8-10 and on April 27, 2:15-3:30.

The following items were considered.

1. Submitting a proposal to the Executive Committee to consider a student financial advocating for better understanding of the student loan system.

2. Constructing CGL directory from CGLs contact information and procedures. This will be done through electronic surveys.

3. The resource survey is nearly complete. Nineteen campuses responded. The information will be disseminated to all campuses.

4. New surveys will be distributed:

a. Faculty expense reimbursement

b. Document control (minutes, reports, etc.)

c. Release time

5. The CGLs would like to attend the Parliamentary Training at the Fall Plenary

At the Plenary meeting on April 27, Chancellor Ryan was asked the following questions by the CGLs Committee Chair Eric Johansson:

1. What can be done to decrease the student dependence on loans?

Chancellor Ryan answered that at Naval Academy they had a course “Getting smart financially” and he thinks this idea can be used at SUNY.

2. There is a resistance in some campuses about the evaluation of senior administration. 

Chancellor Ryan answered that he is a big proponent of 360 reviews. This would benefit the community.

At the Plenary meeting on April 28, a new CGLs’ Chair was elected, Susan Camp from SUNY Oswego.
