Motion to amend the amendment to Article IV, section 2.b (Representation on the College Senate) to add a senate rep:

Interdisciplinary Studies Program shall have one representative to be selected by Interdisciplinary Studies Council


Rationale:
Under the "old" academic affairs structure, the Interdisciplinary Studies Council reported to the Associate VP for Academic Affairs, who in fact chaired the council and advocated within the administration on behalf of INDS programs.  Under the "new" academic affairs structure put forward by VP Musah, INDS programs will now report to the Dean for Arts and Humanities, just as all the departments in that division do. INDS will thus have an academic reporting function similar to other academic units.  Because the interests of INDS programs are fundamentally different from traditional, discipline-based departments,  the Senate should include representation from this group in its new representational structure.
