CCC Standing Committee Annual Report to College Senate

The CCC committee, whose members never sleep, accomplished the following during academic year 2003-2004:

· Met weekly to consider CCC and GCP proposals submitted by departments and approved by the appropriate Dean.

· After consultation with the Department of Modern Languages and Literatures, revised the  foreign language alternate fulfillment and waiver form, and prepared for the new 6-credit

foreign language requirement for students enrolled in B.A. programs, effective Fall 2004 for freshmen and Fall 2006 for transfers.

· Continued our involvement in SUNY Fredonia’s assessment of general education. Pursuant to that involvement, we have invited the co-directors of assessment to meet with us in Fall 2004 to refine the assessment process, broaden consultation, and increase the agency of faculty.

· In concert with the Office of Registrar, met with academic affairs administrators to discuss unmet CCC student demand and planning of general education curriculum.

· Continued to participate in ongoing discussions within the Western Consortium of SUNY schools on general education issues affecting transfer students.

· Worked with SUNY Provost office to update the SUNY Fredonia contribution to the SUNY web site on general education.

· Continued to refine, in concert with Katy Loomis Sacco, general education entries on the SUNY Fredonia web site.     

· Continued to encourage proposals for the CCC Category 11, Speaking-Intensive Requirement, a category where significant progress has been realized.

· Submitted to SUNY Provost for approval, numerous courses that had previously been approved locally for CCC inclusion. 

· Considered numerous requests from students for waivers, alternate fulfillments, and special consideration regarding general education requirements. Heard every hard luck story up to and including, “I am a second semester senior. No one ever told me that SUNY Fredonia had general education requirements.”

· Considered numerous requests from students for transfer equivalencies. Entertained several interesting claims, including: “But I was told ‘Witch Craft’ would transfer for CCC Physics credit.”

· Reviewed and provided input on SUNY Central’s proposal for “value-added” assessment of several SUNY GER categories.
