Amend Article V, Section 3.a (Standing Committees – Academic Affairs Committee) 

Proposed

1. Membership and Terms. This Committee shall have one representative elected by and from each of the following: the Professional Staff, the Arts, the Humanities, Natural Science,  Social Science and Education.   These representatives shall serve staggered three-year terms. The Committee shall have two student members and if no representative is currently serving as a department chairperson, one elected by the chairpersons. These latter members shall serve one-year terms.
Present

1. Membership and Terms. This Committee shall have one representative elected by and from the Professional Staff, two representatives elected by and from the Division of Arts and Humanities, and two representatives elected by and from the Division of Natural & Social Sciences and Professional Studies.  These representatives shall serve staggered three-year terms. The Committee shall have two student members and if no representative is currently serving as a department chairperson, one elected by the chairpersons. These latter members shall serve one-year terms.
Amend Article V, Section 3.b (Standing Committees – Faculty and Professional Affairs Committee) 

Proposed

1. Membership and Terms. The Committee shall be composed of two representatives elected by and from the Professional Staff, one representatives elected by and from each of the following: the Arts, the Humanities, Natural Sciences, Social Sciences and Education. They shall serve staggered three-year terms. If none of the elected members is a part-time employee, the Governance Officer shall appoint an additional member who is a part-time employee. This appointed member may be from either academic or professional staff, and shall serve a one-year term. There shall be no student members
Present 

1. Membership and Terms. The Committee shall be composed of two representatives elected by and from the Professional Staff, two representatives elected by and from the Division of Arts and Humanities, and two representatives elected by and from the Division of Natural & Social Sciences and Professional Studies. They shall serve staggered three-year terms. If none of the elected members is a part-time employee, the Governance Officer shall appoint an additional member who is a part-time employee. This appointed member may be from either academic or professional staff, and shall serve a one-year term. There shall be no student members
Amend Article V, Section 3.d (Standing Committees – College Core Curriculum Committee) 

Proposed

1. Membership and Terms. This Committee shall have one representative elected by and from Education, one by and from the Social Sciences, one by and from the Natural Sciences, one by and from the Arts and one by and from the Humanities. The Committee shall include the Director of the College Core Curriculum. These representatives shall serve staggered three-year terms.
Present

1. Membership and Terms. This Committee shall have one representative elected by and from Professional Studies, one by and from the Social Sciences, one by and from the Natural Sciences, one by and from the Arts, one by and from the Humanities, and one elected by and from the Division of Arts and Humanities. The Committee shall include the Director of the College Core Curriculum. These representatives shall serve staggered three-year terms.
Amend Article V, Section 3.e (Standing Committees – Graduate Council) 

Proposed

1. Membership and Terms. The Graduate Council shall consist of one appointed faculty member representing each department with a graduate program; three elected members from the faculty-at-large, one from Arts & Humanities, one from Natural & Social Sciences and one from Education; one graduate student recommended by the Council members and appointed by the Student Association; and the Graduate Dean. Appointed members serve at the discretion of their departments. Elected representatives shall serve three-year terms. 

Present

1. Membership and Terms. The Graduate Council shall consist of one appointed faculty member representing each department with a graduate program; two elected members from the faculty-at-large, one from Arts & Humanities and the other from Natural & Social Sciences and Professional Studies; one graduate student recommended by the Council members and appointed by the Student Association; and the Graduate Dean. Appointed members serve at the discretion of their departments. Elected representatives shall serve three-year terms. 

Amend Article IV, Section 6: Planning and Budget Advisory Committee

Proposed

The Executive Committee shall nominate and the College Senate shall approve the membership of a Planning and Budget Advisory Committee.  The Committee shall have one representative each from the Arts, the Humanities, the Natural Sciences, the Social Sciences, and Education. There shall further be two representatives of the Professional Staff. Committee members shall serve staggered three year terms.  Members of the committee shall be elected in the spring of the academic year.  They may be renominated and re-elected.  The Executive Committee shall nominate its slate of committee members on the basis of their leadership experience and/or expertise in fiscal matters.
Present

The Executive Committee shall nominate and the College Senate shall approve the membership of a Planning and Budget Advisory Committee.  The Committee shall have three representatives from the Division of Arts and Humanities with at least one representative from each of the two areas.  It shall also have one representative each from the Natural Sciences, the Social Sciences, and Professional Studies. There shall further be two representatives of the Professional Staff. Committee members shall serve three year terms.  The terms shall be staggered.  Members of the committee shall be elected in the spring of the academic year.  They may be renominated and re-elected.  The Executive Committee shall nominate its slate of committee members on the basis of their leadership experience and/or expertise in fiscal matters.
