The proposed School and Counseling Psychology minor would be beneficial to many Education majors who would like to take a minor in psychology but have a very tight schedule and little flexibility for taking electives. The proposed minor program identifies a specialized set of psychology courses that would be applicable to school settings and that also covers psychological foundations through the inclusion of Intro, statistics, and tests and measurements. The new minor also requires 4 out of 6 courses taken at the upper level. It provides a well rounded overview of the field because it requires taking 3 out of 4 subfields among those emphasized in the major, that is developmental, counseling, cognitive and social. The resource implications are minimal. These courses are offered regularly (once a year or more) by the psychology department and have typically had a subset of seats set aside for nonmajors. The Psychology Department Curriculum Committee has consulted with Dr. Cynthia Smith of the Education Department and received support for this proposal.
