Revised proposal from the AAC regarding grading consistency within a course:
 

1.  That we add the following item to the course proposal form:
 

Please indicate the grading mode to be used for this course:
    ____ standard letter grades
    ____ S/U (satisfactory/unsatisfactory)
    ____ mode may vary from one section to another
 

2.  For existing courses, it will be assumed that standard letter grades will be used for all sections, unless the course is one that traditionally has used S/U grades, in which case that will be the default mode for all sections.
 

3.  For an existing undergraduate course, if the department wishes to allow the grading mode to vary from one section to another, the department will submit a course proposal form to that effect.  For courses such as independent or directed study, internships, etc., which typically enroll a very small number of students per section, this will be considered a "minor course change," requiring only the approval of the dean (with a courtesy copy of the proposal sent to the Academic Affairs Committee, which reserves the right to review the proposal).  For other courses, a proposal to allow the grading mode to vary by section will undergo the usual review process (dean, Academic Affairs Committee or Graduate Council, Professional Education Council if the course is part of a certification program, and Vice President for Academic Affairs).
 

4.  The grading mode to be used for a given section of a course should be indicated in the syllabus or otherwise communicated to the students enrolled at the beginning of the course.
