Report of the President to College Senate

March 8, 2004

Due to a scheduling conflict with a SUNY fund-raising program, I am unable to attend the College Senate meeting.  Below is a quick summary of several information items:

· Master’s Degree in Accounting.  The campus has been notified that this degree program is now fully approved.  It has been registered with the State Department of Education, and we can proceed immediately with implementation.  The high quality of the program proposal was very helpful in receiving a quick approval.

· Boiler System Replacement Project.  Chancellor King has given approval to move this project along quickly.  As a result, this boiler system replacement project will move into the detail design phase, even though the funding for construction has yet to be approved.  Hopefully, the remaining $14 million necessary for construction will be available by the end of the legislative session.

· Mission Review II.  SUNY has issued instructions for preparation of the Mission Review II document.  Mission Review II requires answering 47 questions, which is considerably more than the 28 questions required for the original Mission Review.  The final document must be submitted to SUNY by July 1, 2004.  In order to secure approval from the full Senate, as occurred last time, it will be necessary to follow a very tight timeline:

April 5
Components of first draft must be completed.

April 16
Distribute complete draft for Planning & Budget

Distribute final draft for review, revision, and approval at May 3 Senate meeting.

· Student Applications.  Based upon the latest report from the SUNY Application Processing Center, Fredonia is running slightly ahead of its all-time high, which was achieved two years ago.  Unless there is a dramatic change, it appears we will easily exceed next year’s target, which remains at 5,100 annualized FTE—the same target as this year.
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
