Section II: Course Information


J-Term 2004

There were 10 courses that actually enrolled students.  The largest course enrollment (27) was in BIOL 345: “Emerging Infectious Diseases,” taught by Emeritus Professor Sharon Zablotney.  Her course was one of three offered on the SUNY Learning Network (SLN, fully online).  The other two SLN Courses were CSIT 120: “Computer Science Overview” and POLI 120: “American Politics.”   Approximately 18% of those involved in J-Term were taking an online course.


Two study abroad courses were also offered: one in London by Dan Reiff (ART 551: “London Art & Architecture”) and the second in Puerto Rico by Vivian Garcia Conover (INED 400: “Study Abroad-Puerto Rico”).  These two overseas academic programs were responsible for 15% of the full J-Term 2004 enrollment.

J-Term 2005

The second year of the J-Term pilot program at SUNY Fredonia consisted of 37 courses and five study abroad experiences for 42 total course offerings. Courses varied from Art to Sociology, with cancellations due to low enrollment of only four courses and one study abroad experience. Three hundred and eighty-five students enrolled (duplicated head count), totaling a 77% increase over J-Term 2004.

Seven online courses offered via the SUNY Learning Network (SLN) consisted of 143 registrants, making up 37% of the total J-Term 2005 enrollment. Several of those who registered were “visiting” from other New York public and private institutions.  A highlight included the first graduate online course, EDU 605: “Issues, Trends and Research in Elementary Language,” taught by Dr. Barbara Mallette, Professor of Education.  Dr. Mallette was one of four recipients of a local SLN Award that paid a stipend and travel expenses for the SLN training workshops in exchange for offering at least one online course during J-Term and/or Summer.

Study abroad experiences organized by the International Studies program gave 78 students the opportunity to travel to Russia, Venezuela, Brazil and England. The England experience consisted of theatre tours in London. This course, held every two years, continues to be popular with both students and community members. These international courses made up 20% of the total J-Term enrollment.  
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
