Locking your Computer
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Did you know that you can secure your computer and prevent unauthorized use by locking the computer? Doing so prevents anyone except you or the campus administrator from unlocking the computer.
1. To lock the computer, simply hold down the Windows key in the bottom left corner of your keyboard (between Ctrl and Alt), then press the “L” key. A “Computer Locked” dialogue box similar to this will appear:

2. To unlock the computer, press Ctrl-Alt-Delete.
3. Type your password and click OK
What is the difference between locking my computer and logging off?
Logging off your computer closes all programs and data files. You are unable to access the applications you were in and must log on and restart all your programs again. By locking your computer, however, you keep all running programs in memory. When you return to your computer and enter your password, you can get right back to work.
