1. Welcome

5. Assessment Committee representative to the General Education Committee Meetings

· Ingrid Johnson & Marissa Cope both volunteered as representatives.  Chair asked whether we should invite both of them, or if one would suffice.  Committee agreed to leave the decision to Johnson and Cope, depending on their workloads and other campus responsibilities.
6. Document to University Senate regarding Oral Communication Category
· Committee agreed to change the language in the document to reflect that SUNY Fredonia’s Written Communication category would be responsible for the first three SUNY Required Learning Outcomes for Basic Communication, and that Oral Communication would fulfill the latter two outcomes.
· Committee agreed to change the language in Proposal #3 to state “In order to graduate from SUNY Fredonia students will have completed an Oral Communication experience” vs. “Students will be required to complete an Oral Communication experience at SUNY Fredonia” in order to take into consideration transfer students’ credits.
· Committee agreed to change the language in Proposal #5 to include the idea that students in an Oral Communication course will be required to complete two oral experiences, both at least five minutes in length.
